3. Eligibility and Entry
The regatta is open to any mono-hull or multi-hull yacht that meets the following,
3.1 Has a functional engine and adequate fuel.
3.2 Carries a functional marine VHF radio transceiver capable of operating Ch’s 16, 71, 77, 72
3.3 IRC Class. Shall have a minimum LOA of 6 metres and SSSN of 10, plus a current IRC

Certificate. (Endorsements not required).
3.4 Cruiser classes (with, or without spinnaker) are intended for the less serious racer.

The Race Committee shall issue Regatta Handicaps for these classes.
3.5 Multi-hull class. LOA shall be between 7.2 and 12.2 metres and hold a valid MOCRA rating

between 1.130 and 1.600. The Organising Authority may grant dispensation outside these limits
at their sole discretion.
